The practicalities surrounding weather derivatives will be discussed by management consulting firm Fat Tails Financial Analysis AB. “Without proper pricing and risk assessment tools one shouldn’t consider doing weather derivatives, or any derivatives at all for that matter,” says Robert Thorén.
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
